Or was it the helmet, the one piece of equipment
most vital to a player’s safety?

Before professional players go out onto the field
each season they are re-outfitted, helmets are tested
and brought up to current standards, each helmets
age and history is tracked and documented

Old helmets are shredded to prevent their re-use

But that's what happens in the ‘bigs,” football at this
level, is a mega industry. Players earn their teams
millions. They need to be protected.

“The older a helmet gets the less its ability to protect
because the Polyultracarbonate gets hard as it ages
and no longer absorbs impact”

“All states have national guidelines for high school
sports that require inspection of all helmets and pads
every two years”

“I’ve been around football all my life. I can tell just
by looking at a helmet how old it is and we have none
over seven years old. No team should.”

But the helmet Max Conradt wore on October 19th

20017

It was 20 years old

20 years old

That’s three years older than the player who wore it

If NOSEC guidelies state that a helmet should
be replaced after seven years, what happened?

“There’s no law enforcing the guideline, It’s up to
the school,and when it comes to the schools, unfor-
tunalety, it comes down to money.”
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SOT: DOCTOR “There are many school systems that don’t change
their helmets if they don’t have economic support
for that. And many school systems might be looking
at helmets that are much, much older.”
